NOTES FOR GRADUANDS AND THEIR GUESTS

CAR PARKING:
Please follow the signs, and park in a space as directed by the Estate Patrol staff.  It is best to allow ample time to park and reach the Great Hall, as it will not be possible to enter the Great Hall once a ceremony is under way.  A letter is enclosed if you have let us know that you have guests with special needs. 
A shuttle service will be operating from Car Parks A and B and Central Campus from 8.00am – 6.00pm.  There is no charge for parking on graduation ceremony days.
THE GRADUATION INFORMATION DESK:

CEREMONIES:
Don’t forget to bring your ceremony tickets with you!  There are three ceremonies taking place at 9.00am, 11.30am, and 2.30pm - please check your ticket for the time of your ceremony and your seat number.  Graduands must be seated in the Great Hall twenty minutes before the start of your degree ceremony.  If you forget or lose your ticket please visit the Graduation Information Desk.
ROBING:
You should by now have ordered your robes.  Please note that you cannot graduate unless you are wearing full academic dress (i.e. gown, hood and cap).  It is helpful to bring one or two safety pins to secure your hood (a buttoned shirt or blouse would enable you to hook on the hood), and ladies may wish to use hair-grips to secure their caps.
You can collect your robes from The Peter Chalk Centre where representatives of the University’s robe makers will be in attendance from 7.00am on the day of the ceremony.  
In order to avoid queuing, we request that those attending the 11.30am ceremony do not collect their robes until after 8.30am, and those that are attending the 2.30pm ceremony do not collect their robes until after 11.00am.

Robes for those attending the 9.00am ceremony will also be available in the Junior Common Room, Devonshire House, from 3.00pm until 5.30pm on Friday 20th January 2012.

Please note that queues may still form so it is best to allow plenty of time for collection.  Please return your robes by no later than 6.00pm.
