	Invention One:

This is a teleportation device. It will allow anything and anybody to be transported between portals.

· You will only be able to teleport things from one portal to another, but if there are many portals created you could transport things around the world!

· You think that the portals will cost about £10 million each to create, once you’ve perfected your invention.

· They will be about the size of a football pitch and will be about four storeys high. 

· You will be able to fit things through up to about the size of a lorry.

· The teleportation will be instant, but will take around 30 minutes to set up each time, so each portal can only transport a maximum of 48 things a day.

· The energy needed to transport something is equivalent to flying it from London to Edinburgh.

· You don’t know what will happen if it goes wrong while transporting something!


	Invention Two:

This is a solar energy store that you wear on your wrist. It transfers solar energy to a battery which can be used to power any electrical devices.

· It will store energy so efficiently that after 30 minutes in direct sunlight, it could power a television for 6 hours.
· You can use it while out and about to charge any personal devices such as mobile phones.
· It will be lightweight – about the size of a watch – so that anyone can wear it.

· You have to wear it outside to get the best out of it.

· You think that each one will cost about £1,000 to make and £2,000 to buy initially.


	Invention Three:

· This is a tiny device which is implanted into the neo-cortex (your brain). You can buy programmes (apps) for it which will download information straight into your memory, so that you could, for example, become fluent in Spanish in an instant (like “I know Kung Fu” in The Matrix).
· It is about the size of a drawing pin.

· People will have to undergo surgery to have it implanted, but you don’t think that this will be particularly risky.

· You don’t think that there will be any limits to the amount of information that anyone can ‘download’ directly into their brain (but there might be!)
· You think that the device will cost about £5,000 to make and £10,000 (plus costs of surgery) to buy, but you think that these prices will greatly reduce over time.

· Your own company, InfoInc will own and create the apps, and you anticipate that each will cost between £1,000 and £100,000 to begin with.
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
