Typical features:


High-paced drama with lots of action.


An exciting plot with lots of suspense and turning points.


Strong characters the reader can identify with. Characters are often on a personal quest. 


The plot often has a happy or successful ending with the main character overcoming the problem or completing the quest.





Adventure fiction can take many forms: survival in the wild, overcoming a challenge or solving a mystery, getting involved in danger or trouble.





Settings can include exotic locations such as jungles, mountains, deserts, forests but might also be more everyday: for example, at school, in a city, based around an empty house.
