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What will happen in my story?





Opening: skier and friend reach extreme slope - friend gives the dare.





Development: skier sets off; friend watches in alarm until skier is out of sight. Friend is convinced skier will die.


But skier is in control and having a great time.





Ending: Skier reaches bottom of slope safely - thanks friend for giving the dare.














From whose viewpoint am I telling the story?


Dual narrative: 


viewpoint of friend who has dared skier to attempt this slope and is watching the descent  AND


viewpoint of the skier – narrative switches between them





What does the narrative voice sound like?


Friend sounds worried and guilty – the dare was meant as a joke 


Skier is in control and sounds excited and thrilled – it’s the ski of a lifetime


Use first person narrative for both voices

What do I want my reader to think and feel?





Nervous and tense – will the skier fall?


Surprised and relieved when the skier survives








Word bank


Verbs


slide, slip, rush, race, plummet, dive, swoop, grip, swish





Nouns


slope, mountainside, peaks, boulders, ski poles, goggles




















Techniques


Try out present tense and past tense – which sounds most dramatic?


Add interesting detail to nouns and verbs e.g.:


      glittering ice crystals 


      soft powder snow


      sun glaring harshly


      careering wildly, barely in control





Sentence variety – use different lengths and structures


I nearly fall. At first I skid and slide as if it’s my first time on skis. Now I’m in control.


The snow is a blur of white as I race by, skilfully planting my poles and making lightning-quick turns.


Exhausted, I look back.
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
