Use the exploded poem to invent pairs of sentences. You can only use the words on the grid but you can arrange them in different sentence patterns.
Examples of pairs of sentences created from the word grid:

Searching my face, I see only tears.  My heart reaches for love.
In the silver lake, the moon flickers.  Then darkness.

Sentence patterns you can try:

Experiment with ways of starting the first sentence which don’t begin with the subject:
non-finite verbs e.g. searching, drowned, unmisted 

adverbs e.g. faithfully; immediately
prepositional phrases e.g. after the darkness; on old hands

Experiment with different ways of emphasis in the second sentence:

short second sentences e.g.  The candle flickers.
verbless sentences e.g. Truthful moon.
one word sentences  e.g. Darkness.
repetition  e.g. Terrible, terrible.
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
