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Travelling By Train

« When you arrive at Stansted Airport you will need to look out for the following sign:

« Stansted Airport train station is less than a 5-minute walk from the departure lounge
and trains run from 05.30am to 12.30am (Mon-Fri) every 15 minutes

» Board the Stansted Express train to London Liverpool Street and this journey will take
47 minutes.

* From Liverpool Street you will need to find the Underground sign:

UNDERGROUND

» Board either the Hammersmith & City line or the Circle line to London Paddington
station. This journey will take 20 minutes. You can purchase a ticket for the
Underground from a ticket office within the station

« Board a train at London Paddington station to Exeter St. David’s train station. Trains
run every couple of hours with no changes and roughly take around 2 hours.

It is advisable to pre-book your train ticket from Paddington to Exeter due to price and
availability. Here is the website for booking your train tickets online:

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You can catch the National Express coach from Stansted airport. The bus \
station is a two minute walk from the terminal. exp ress
The National Express coach takes roughly 9.5 hours to reach Exeter. There l

is a change over for 3 hours in London Victoria station so you may want to
consider catching the train for a faster route.
